UNIFORM AND GROOMING REQUIREMENTS
Hair
e  Hair should be neat and tidy.

e  Any student whose hair is at shoulder length or longer,
regardless of gender, needs to tie their hair up.

e  Boys should be clean shaven.
e  Dyed hair should be within the natural hair colour range.

Jewellery
e A maximum of two plain silver or gold sleepers, no bigger
than a five cent piece, or two small plain silver or gold studs
may be worn in each ear.
