Enrolment Criteria

Numbers for each class are set by the College administration in accordance with the Victorian
Catholic Education Multi-Enterprise Agreement 2022 (VCEMEA 2022) as approved by the Fair Work
Commission. If there are vacancies the following priorities are observed:
d Capacity of the School to accept students.
Catholic children who are attending a Catholic Primary School;
Catholic children who are attending a local Primary School;
Whether a sibling of the child is currently a student of the school;
Non-Catholic students currently attending a Catholic Primary School;
Other Christian children who attend a local Primary School;
Other Christian children who reside outside the local area;
Non-Christian children who attend a local Primary School;
Non-Christian children who reside outside the local area.

Waiting Lists
In the event where a year level is full and/or the timeline to support a student enrolment has not been
met, the College will:
O Invite interested parties to place their name on a waiting list.
O Take a non-refundable deposit of $250 to hold a place on the waiting list.
d Request all enrolment information including past reports, external supporting documentation
and references.
1 Request pre-enrolment PAT testing session where students will undertake PAT M and PAT R
tests.
If a position becomes available, and the waiting list candidates have met the enrolment criteria:
d The College Registrar will contact the applicant (in order of waiting list entry) to offer an
enrolment interview.

From this point forward, the standard enrolment process will be followed. Applicants should
understand that the timeline from this point may be up to three weeks if all enrolments processes are
adhered to.

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Enrolment of Students During the School Year

Catherine McAuley College Bendigo is sensitive to the research regarding students changing schools.
If a student seeks enrolment at the College during the year, the following considerations will occur:

d How the change of school during the year will impact the student.

d What resources and supports may be required to assist the student when they commence.

O What subject options and availability exists for the potential student.

It is the preference for the College to welcome new students (subject to available positions) at the
commencement of each term. Term 4 enrolments will not be accepted. The College will retain
provision to support students and families who are currently attending a Catholic school outside a
60km radius and seeking relocation.

At Catherine McAuley College Bendigo, new students and Year 7 students are all tested upon
enrolment, which allows teachers to best prepare for their needs in the classroom. Where possible we
ask Bendigo Catholic Primary Schools to share their data so that students do not need to complete
testing twice.
